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Costume balances: The remaining costume balance(s) are being calculated and have been billed to your account. All
accounts with an outstanding costume balance December 31, 2011 will have a $10.00 late fee added. A $10.00 late
fee will be added at the end of each month until the costume balance 1s paid n full. The mail will be checked during
the holiday break. Payments must be post marked by December 31, 2011. Costumes will start to arrive within the
next 1-3 months. Costumes will NOT be handed out to students with outstanding balances. As of December 10", if
you have any outstanding balance from either September or October, MSD will not order a costume on your behalf.
If you pay your tuition up to date at a later time, we will order a costume for you. There will be additional fees for
shipping & handling, and we cannot guarantee delivery for the June recitals.

Costume Sizes: The studio encourages all parents to review the suggested sizes right away for recital costumes.
Alterations and Exchanges can be very costly, are the responsibility of the parents. Orders will be submitted during
the holiday break. At which point we cannot make any changes.

Tuition: January tuition is due by 1/1/12. The mail will be collected over the break so be sure to get your tuition in
on time. Dancers with a past due balance of 2 or more months tuition will not be permitted to attend dance class
until their account 1s up to date. If they show up for class, they will be directed to remain in the lobby. This policy
will be strictly enforced. If you have any questions or concerns, please direct them to Carrie or Maria.

Holiday closings: The studio will be closed Friday, December 23rd thru Sunday, January Ist Classes will resume
Monday, January 2nd.
